Commencement – Meeting was called to order by Cynthia Curtis, President

Old Business After review of the July minutes, Adrianne Callahan motioned for the FEW logo to be added all meeting minutes prior to distribution and to accept the July minutes; seconded by Lashana Johnson. Motion carried.

New business
NTP:
Several members shared their thoughts regarding the 2009 NTP in Orlando, FL. Jackie Wasik enjoyed the diverse selection of training, meeting new members and networking with others.  She is interested in bringing more programmatic meetings/events to the Chapter.  She is interested in how to create actual committees instead of having only Chairpersons.  How to get other members involved in participating and have activities to benefit all members.
Sheree Haywood really enjoyed the Golf Tournament and thought it was a great way to network and get to know each other.  She is interested in creating a Golf Tournament for the Chapter.  She thought this would be an opportunity for the Chapter members to meet each other and encourage new membership.

Gail Christoffer-Baruch volunteered during the NTP.  She was mostly assigned duties as a facilitator.  She also enjoyed participating in the Golf Tournament. Gail inquired about a regional directory to keep in touch with members throughout the regions. Cyd will follow up with Mable Seldon, Great Lakes Region President. 
Georgetta Bishop felt the classes were great.  She also enjoyed participating in the Golf Tournament.  She was not aware of NTP volunteer opportunities; how do members get that information?  Adrianne shared that volunteer opportunities are listed on the NTP website and emailed by the Chapter President months in advance of the conference.  Georgetta is interested in volunteering for the next NTP.  
 
Future Meeting Structure
Let’s look at shifting what we need to get the most out of this chapter.  We will look at separate business versus training meetings, and online webcasts with follow up discussion meetings.  Members have lots of exciting ideas; please share them with the Chapter President.
Several members like the idea of more programmatic meetings.  Cyd noted that she will schedule separate Board meetings that will still be open to all members. Sheree would like to see New Member Orientation training. Would other members be interested in different meeting days? Carmen Maso has several training ideas, such as the webcasts that she would like to present. Cyd mentioned FEW booths at various events.

Food for thought for members - ‘What is the length of training’ individuals are looking for?  Keeping it to lunch hours, after work hours, Saturday morning hours?  What are members willing to invest? Would members participate in off site events?
Adrianne discussed the Chapter should be having a budget meeting about this time of year.  To discuss what the budget can support for programming functions.  She also stated:

· our meetings and program events need to focus on the four core issues of FEW – Compliance, Diversity, Legislative and Training.

· Committees need to have activity going on within the Chapter. Chairs need to be creating activities for participation.

· Legislative – possibly bring a Representative from the area.

· Plan for the year

Michelle Lloyd, new member, was unaware of the NTP in Orlando until she came to our meeting.  She was asking if the Great Lakes Region has a calendar.  Cyd will follow up.
Jackie discussed examples from the Derby City Chapters Program: Resume Writing, Member Appreciation and Tour of FBI lab, Blue Cross/Blue Shield Benefits, Holiday Party, Financial Planning, Time Management, Diversity, etc…..  Cyd asked if the attendance rate could be obtained for those events.  
Carmen discussed effective ways to get training programs.  She discussed various free webcasts offered.  She suggested if possible we could choose a webcast that’s been recorded, everyone could listen to the training, then we could all discuss it as a group.  It was suggested listening to the webcast together then discussing it, there were concerns regarding time vs. work.  Carmen would also like more information on the Compliance area of FEW.
Gail asked if agencies would require the use of leave. Cyd suggested individuals check with their agencies to see how that would be handled.  

Cyd suggested individuals to provide definite information about all these ideas at the Planning Meeting to be held in the next couple weeks. 
By laws – discussion of changes to the by-laws.  

Adrianne Callahan discussed ‘Article III-Membership and Dues, Section 5, Lifetime Members.’  She stated some chapters do not charge their Lifetime members any Chapter dues.  Adrianne thoughts were we could not charge Lifetime members dues and not suffer any harm to the budget.  She asked for the meeting members thoughts.  

Gail, a Lifetime member, she recommended the $20.00 Chapter continue charging Lifetime members annual Chapter dues. In the future, if we develop several Lifetime members then the Chapter may suffer hardship for not charging.    
Adrianne Callahan motioned to approve the revised by-laws with the following corrections: add the following to the final sentence of Section 5.  “subject to Chapter membership guidelines.” and under Article V-Meetings, Section 4, the statement should read as “Quorum for voting and all meetings shall be ¼ of the chapter members in good standings.”; seconded by Gail Christoffer-Baruch.  Motion carried.  The revised bylaws will be emailed to National for approval.  Upon approval the revised bylaws will be signed by Chapter officers then distributed to members. 
Treasurer report – tabled.

 

Membership – Sheree and Georgetta Bishop will co-chair for membership.  Their first membership outreach will be the Golf Tournament. 

Fundraising – Lashana and Gail kicked off the That’s My Pan fundraiser.  If anyone needs fundraising packets and information please contact Lashana. Lashana and Gail have other ideas under thought, so look forward to supporting their efforts.

The scholarships will be open to ALL Chapter members in good standing.  Jackie Wasik seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  Look for more information regarding the criteria for the scholarships.
